Safety and Care Advice

- Check that you have all the components and tools listed on pages 3 & 4.

- Remove all fittings from the plastic bags and separate them into their groups.

- Do not stand or put weight on the product, this could cause damage.

- Assemble the item as close to its final position (in the same room) as possible.

- Opened box can be used to protect your floor or counter during assembly.

- Assembly is easier for drawer parts on a counter.

- Parts of the assembly will be easier with 2 people.

- We do not recommend the use of power drill/drivers for inserting screws, as over-
tightening could damage the unit.

- Only use hand screwdrivers.

- Never sit, stand or allow children to climb on the assembled unit.

ATTACH 3X DRAWER RUNNERS

1. POSITION THE RIGHT DRAWER RUNNER “DR” WITH THE WHEEL TOWARD THE BACK OF THE DRAWER
AND THE FRONT END ALL THE WAY FORWARD TOUCHING THE DRAWER FRONT.

2. FIRST SCREW GOES IN THE THIRD HOLE BACK FROM THE DRAWER FRONT.

3. SECOND SCREW GOES IN THE FIFTH BACK HOLE FROM THE DRAWER FRONT.

4. THIRD SCREW GOES IN FROM THE SIDE THROUGH THE FIRST HOLE IN FRONT OF THE WHELL.

5. REPEAT THE PROCESS ON THE LEFT SIDE AND FOR EACH DRAWER.
